Newly purchased animals may not be put directly into a itiidis already setup in Farmbook
weather it be active or inactivelf you are a trader a suggestion is to set up a mob that will always
be on your property (eg. Heifer Mob or Ewe Mob) This will effectively contain all the heifers or
Ewes. As you purchase a mob setup a new mob (eg. Armidale 1 (origin of stock pwrchase)
Armidale 1/01/2011. When you have added the mob, you can then do a mob transfer to heifer
mob(or its respective mob) as you move them to their relevant paddocks. Effectively each new
mob is only added as a way to bring in purchases, then they amsféaed out again rendering
them INACTIVE

By only having one heifer or ewe mob, you are keeping things raplistic, and giving all heifers
or ewes etc. an average DSE rating, and an average dollar value. Once you have this method in



place you couldtart to split the mobs up a couple of ways (eg light heifers, medium heifers and
heavy heifers). Animals could transfer through the different classes and be sold from the heavy
mob. The real benefit from doing this is it allows you to give differentrBx8tgs and dollar values

to each mob. The important thing to remember here is that if you where to transfer all the animals
out of a mob that mob would become INACTIVE.

4.12  Setup Mobs

& Mobs are a conveniemhethod of organising animals, normally corresponding to a physical mob
in a paddock. A mob can, however, be split over several paddocks, andlm® used as a wider
grouping method than a paddock.
Mobs are eithemactive or inactive Active mobs are thasthat currently have animals in them.
Inactive mobs are those that have no animals in them because they have been sold or transferred
to another mob. Inactive mobs cannot not be reused or deleted from Farmbook if any data has
been entered against the nfio
Mob movements can be tracked through your paddocks, generating useful data about the
stocking rate for each paddock. As well as being able to move a mob from one paddock to
another, you can also merge them with another maob.

Entering DSE rating

this mob (average over the mokjou can source DSE tables from DPI or the internet if they are
required.

Farmbook is designed to continuously calculate the carrying capacity of you property. To do this it
needs accurate paddock sizes, and accurate number ok $teing carried and dke most

accurate as possible DSE rating for each of the animalsible throughout the year.
